MINUTES

MARCH 13, 2009

Present at this meeting were Tim Mosbey, President; Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phil Baxter, Surveyor and Noelle Monimee, Deputy Engineer.
President Tim Mosbey opened the meeting of the Warrick county Drainage Board.

Meeting was recessed March 9, 2009

Tim Mosbey: The meeting will come to order for Friday March 13, 2009, we have one item to address. We need a bid approval for Blue Grass Creek, would anyone like to make a motion.

Art Noffsinger: Yes, I’ll make the motion, after further review and getting all the information I needed to feel comfortable I would move to award the bid to Bigge Excavating in the amount of $12,805.00.

Don Williams: This is for the record since I wasn’t at the original meeting, he was the low bidder?

Tim Mosbey: Yes, he was.

Don Williams: Then I will second the motion.

Tim Mosbey: I have a motion and a second to accept Bigge Excavating for Bluegrass Creek project. All in favor say aye.  All said aye. Motion passed 3-0.

Tim Mosbey: Do you have anything else Mr. Surveyor?

Phil Baxter: Just two short informational things. Commissioner Williams knows and just for Commissioner Mosbey and Commissioner Noffsinger information there are times that we have small blockages and the Surveyor takes that in mind and calls if it’s just a few thousand dollars we feel and it’s an emergency type situation we get a contractor and I’ll call two Commissioners and get at lease two yes’s to go with it.
Don Williams: And you’re talking on the basis of log jams, beaver dam’s things like that.

Phil Baxter: Yes and one other thing, the lot that the Masonic Lodge bought at the park out here. I was out there one day this past week and there is a drainage problem out there and of course I’m going to have to approve the drainage plans on it or the Board will. I’ve tried to find plans on the drainage storm sewer plans and Noelle has been a tremendous help, but I haven’t found anything yet. I’m trying at this point to find American Cold Storage’s plans, their drainage plans. We found a structure out there, we think it drains under the railroad track, the American Cold Storage’s spur.

Don Williams: Are you on the West side?

Phil: The west side of the lot and it is supposed to drain from the west side to the east side.

Tim Mosbey: East side of Cold Storage.

Phil: It would be the east side of Cold Storage the spur that comes in the east side.

But we’ve got to get that taken care of before we can even…..

Tim Mosbey:  let them do anything.

Phil: Yes and of course I don’t know who’s going to do their drainage plans, which we haven’t got anything yet, I don’t look to see them for at least a month. But this is a problem that is going to have to be taken care of and as far as getting American Cold Storage if it’s their personal property we can work with them, I don’t know yet so I can’t even make a judgment call but I will keep you all informed and again I would like to thank Noelle for her cooperation on this.
Tim Mosbey: I had one thought, the questioning of at the last meeting the questioning of you know following specs and all that, the practice of letting a bid out when they are going to be tearing trees down, how do you mark what trees the contractor is supposed to tear down, tie a ribbon around them?

Phil: If there is a question they will be marked with paint.

Tim Mosbey: I have often seen trees marked with ribbon and I thought if I was a contractor I would just pull the ribbon off, wouldn’t have to tear the tree down that way. So they will be marked with paint.

Phil: Unless it’s in the specs that all trees will come out.

Tim Mosbey: But after the discussion last meeting it was just something I thought would lessen the controversy possibly if there were any kind of questions if the specs were vague. Anything else?

Don Williams: Move to adjourn.

Art Noffsinger: Second

Motion was made and seconded to adjourn. Motion passed 3-0.
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
