The Warrick County Drainage Board met in regular session with President Tim Mosbey presiding over the meeting; present at the meeting was Art Noffsinger, Vice-President; Don Williams, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Bobby Howard, Director of Storm Water and David K. Zengler, Attorney for Boards.

Present in the audience were J. R. Walker, C. P. Harth, Elmer Brown, Scott B. Elpers, P. J. Hayden, Donna Potts, Gilda S. Cartagena and Manny Rydholm.

The meeting was started with the members and the audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Commissioner Tim Mosbey: The first item on the agenda is the approval of minutes of September 14th Drainage Board Meeting.

Commissioner Don Williams: Move to approve.

Commissioner Art Noffsinger: I’ll second.

Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes of September 14, 2009. Motion passed 3-0.

SPRINGSTON SUBDIVISION:

Tim: Next item Springston Subdivision with Mr. Kenny Ubelhor.

Kenny Ubelhor:  Ken Ubelhor president of Maken Corporation. Why I’ve come most of you are already aware of the problem in Springston where all the water from Engelbrecht goes down to where all the people have the ditch stopped up through there. The problem that I have which I would like to try and figure out what we’re going to do about it. I developed a subdivision and also had a nice swale from one end to the other when I got done with it and then I sold some of the lots to other people to build houses on and first one thing and then another. I built three (3) houses there for myself on that line and on my ditch I put a concrete bottom ditch down through there so I’ll know where my flow line is running up through there. What has happened there is there is a swale there and then it goes up a bank at the back side there and everybody didn’t like to get across that swale to get on the bank on the other side so they just started filling it in. So there are rocks and everything else so now I have three (3) rent houses there and I’ve got pictures here and I can’t even mow my grass. (he approached the board and gave them pictures to look at and he explained the pictures), some of what he said was not picked up but what he said was that people had put fences in the easement and also put rocks thinking that water will slip through the rocks but that doesn’t happen) He also stated that one of the other neighbors put in three (3) pumps to pump the water away from him into the street and the water almost got into Kenny’s house. 

Kenny Ubelhor: All the way down to Vann Road everyone has a fence across the easement and it says on the Planning Commission that you’re not supposed to stop up drainage ways and this has been going on for 2-3 years and the Drainage Board is aware of it but nobody ever said anything about it and so what I did that night when they called and said what are you going to do about it, I had chains in my truck and just took the chains and pulled the fence down. They put the fence back up again and I’m about ready to get my chain saw out and take my back-hoe back there………The water is ponded up against me here and I could solve my problem I could just scratch the grass out of there so my water gets on off of there but……I don’t know why somebody don’t tell these people that they are creating their own problems. It’s well documented in the Drainage Board that these people have these fences.

Tim: is this the area where we were there earlier this year, weren’t we on down the line or am I thinking of a different area?

Bobby: No this is not where I thought originally but this is between Engelbrechts and Carmona on the South side of Vann Road.

Don: There was a lot of this going on (finger pointing) between the residents and Engelbricht and it came out the determination that there was fault going on both sides but nothing has really been resolved. The issue is as Mr. Ubelhor said is these fences that are blocking the natural drainage, before unless you could prove a willful intent there is nothing to be done. But I don’t know why we can’t go down there or send letters.
Tim Mosbey: This is a drainage easement, right?

Mr. Ubelhor: It’s a drainage easement its’ on the you know the……

Commissioner Mosbey: Isn’t it a law that they can’t build a fence restrict the flow of water across the drainage easement?

David Zengler:  That is true but the issue becomes enforcement, the problem is what can we do about it under our present ordinances.

Tim: What can we do about it?

Mr. Ubelhor: One thing I just thought of on the way up here, I might be able to do about it is, it’s on the plat you know it says you can’t stop up a drainage way. I’m going to look at my restrictions and if it’s in my restrictions you know there are easements on there for drainage and such as it is. Well, then if that would be the case then I’ve got a right to enforce it all I’ve got to do is to the lady next door to me or whoever owns this next door to me here I guess I can just sue them for subdivision restrictions, show them the restrictions you chopped up the easement here and you stopped it up and you’ve damaged my ground and you have to…..so I may be able to get it with a zoning violation no not a zoning violation but a restriction violation. That would just take care of my problem, the problem is this lady okay now I’ve run the water on her, now she’s got the problem but she’s got a problem anyhow but…..
Tim: There’s more than one fence is what you’re saying?

Mr. Ubelhor: Oh, there are several there is a fence every lot down through there, there must be 10 lots between there and Vann. So there is a fence between every…because they have dogs or something running in the back yard and everyone of them has put a fence and everyone has something like that sticking in the bottom there which…and then what they’ve did most all of them because they’ve got to get…there is a bank on the other side there is a swale a slope then a swale and then back to the lot again but they want to get to the back side of that and they don’t want to walk in a muddy mess like I’ve got right there so what they do here they take gravel and they fill it in and then they can walk across gravel and then of course it just perpetuates itself down through there with just little dams and it’s a mess. But I guess now that I’m thinking about it I might be able to solve my problem just on a restriction violation.

Tim Mosbey: Can we send letters?

Don: We can always send letters.

Tim: I see no problem would you be in agreement for the attorney to send letters?

Don: If it’s in the subdivision restrictions, Mr. Ubelhor might have the hammer when you get right down to it.

Tim: Do you want to check your subdivision restrictions and if you can’t address this then you get ahold of either the Surveyor or the Engineer and we can have the attorney send them all a letter, I guess.

Mr. Ubelhor: I think that’s what I’ll do but it seems like on our restrictions that we have a restriction that goes along with the plat that you can’t……the easements on the plat for the installation of you know that you can’t stop up water or maybe that’s the one that’s on the but I think it’s in the restrictions also. But none of them wants to take the fence down, I mean if they take the fence down and clean up the ditch then the water would go on down through there but nobody wants to do that but that is why we have drainage easements on plats to take care of this stuff. Let me check and I’ll get back with you.

Tim: Yes, get back with us or the Engineer or Surveyor and they can get back to us.

Mr. Ubelhor: What about the new drainage thing that you guys have got now that we pay on our property taxes now, that was a base to take care of Storm sewers and such as that I guess but does that…would that monies take care of a problem like this down through there?

Bobby: Well, the problem would be we would still need legal access to the properties which we don’t have.
Ken Ubelhor: Well, I understand that but you have two problems one you have a problem to get in and then you have the money problem for the people to solve the problem. Now if the problem could be solved with money by just getting the other thing then if that money is available then that’s half the problem. I mean there’s two ends of it but if you….people would give you the easement but we don’t want to spend the money. So if there is money available to take care of the situation like that……

Tim: Does that qualify under Stormwater?

David Zengler: It would qualify but again it’s the access that is the problem, I mean if you get access I think we could……it would be nice to have an ordinance.

Don Williams: In order for the County to go in there you’d have to have a right of entry from those property owners.

Bobby: We really need a way to enforce drainage easements to where something to protect the drainage easement and enforcement mechanism. But I don’t know what other local counties have or not but we could check into that.

Mr. Ubelhor: Well, this has been going on for about 4-5 years a long time and we haven’t……

Tim: And this isn’t the only problem we’ve got in the County either.

Mr. Ubelhor: I know but there are probably a lot of problems like this in the county. But this particular issue has been going on but then since this has been going on you’ve got this other where you guys put this other tax on property owners to take care of storm sewer pipes and such as that so you have a mechanism now which you can solve part of the problem that you couldn’t solve before.

Tim: That’s what they’re saying if we can get access yes we have a way to solve the problem.

Mr. Ubelhor: Then I guess the question I have now is you know it seems like you have worked hard enough to figure out how to get the money now is anybody working on the  legal problem to figure out how to get the access that would be the other thing that nobody worked on yet.

Commissioner Noffsinger: I think there is another issue here too and this is a private easement, we looking at storm water we’re looking at a lot of property where we already have access to them, am I right?

Bobby: A lot of the things we’re looking at now is the structures that were approved. Stormwater is now looking at structures that were on an approved drainage plans and if there is a problem with those structures that were approved by the county then the county will go in and repair those structures in drainage easements like this on the plat.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Are you looking at problems that were in design problems or looking at created problems?

Bobby: No, just maintenance problems like holes opening up in the pipes or the pipes blocked for some reason, we’ll try to get the flow going again so that we don’t have water problems in the streets.

Art Noffsinger: But you’re not looking at something where individuals are causing the problems such as this?

Bobby: Not currently, no this is where an enforcement issue may be better served.

Art Noffsinger: I think that is something we need to work on right away then.

Don Williams: I agree.

Art Noffsinger: We need to move on that and start developing something. I noticed you know one thing in the last nine months that I have been here is it just seems like we keep allowing these fences to go in across the easements anticipating that the people are going to treat these easements with respect but they’re not. I think we need to reconsider putting them there. Period
Tim: They are not supposed to put those little things under the fence like those pictures show, you know….

Ken Ubelhor: The problem is if you’ve got a little dog they have to do something. What happens a lot of times is and I’ll use the word un-educated people you have sellers that sell people pieces of property and they will sell them a piece of property and not tell them, so the people see their uneven yard so they go back there and fill it in. The seller does not tell them there is an easement there and the people through ignorance I guess they then start doing all these crazy things.

Tim: Yes, we addressed this a couple of meetings ago, we need something…….

Tim Mosbey: Well when the developer sells a lot initially they explain that there is a drainage easement but then when that person sells it to the next person they don’t tell them that. So after a few times with the house changing hands then they fill in the back yard and they have created a dam and it’s out of our control.

Ken Ubelhor: I would appreciate if you could look into it a little bit.

SIGN REQUEST-EDWARDS DITCH:

Commissioner Tim Mosbey: The next item is Scott Elpers requesting approval to put sign in Edwards Ditch.

Scott Elpers:  Scott Elpers, Custom Sign 5344 Vann Road. We’re actually wanting to erect a sign in a drainage easement along Edwards Ditch. I promise you we’re not going to clog it up basically what it is is there is a sign located there presently. It is a two brick pillar type sign that has a little sandblasted sign between it. What we’re asking for is we’re going to auger a hole 4-foot diameter approximately 10-foot deep to erect a 35-foot tall sign.
Tim: 4-ffot diameter?

Mr. Elpers: I’m sorry 3-foot diameter.

Tim: 3-foot that’s still a big hole. Phil is this the one you went down to check into, do you have any input?

Phil: Yes, as I understand it’s going to be due west of the present one.

Tim: It says here 5-foot to the East.

Scott: It is the East; I’m sorry yes that is correct.

Phil: It doesn’t make any difference, the present on in there now is approximately 45-feet off of top of bank and that would give us plenty of room and there are signs in the same area all the way down through there. I would ask for a Hold Harmless for the County in case we had to take it out.

Commissioner Noffsinger: There’s no place, no other location this sign could go except in the easement?
Mr. Elpers: Yeah, and let me clarify that the right of way has been moved back when they did the expansion of the Lloyd Expressway and you have the drainage easement a utility easement there from Vectren and you would be back there by the buildings so it would be absolutely useless. Plus you have all the other signage that is already erected out there that would be…..

Tim: This would be in line with all the other signs?
Mr. Elpers: That is exactly right and we are quite a ways back from that and most of the signage out there is the monument style that is 10-12 foot wide and we are going to have a 12-inch pole so if there was to be floodage outside the ditch I mean we’re not going to restrict the flow of water.

Tim: It will still give us access to go in and clean the ditch or anything like that is that correct?
Mr. Elpers: Yes, you’re going to have 30-foot of clearance approximately, 25 to 30 foot of clearance so we’re not going to obstruct anything there.

Tim Mosbey: any questions? ( both board members stated they had no questions) We have a request on the table would anyone like to make a motion?

Don Williams: How big is the….again the current sign is that going to be completely taken down and cleared out, the current sign?

Mr. Elpers: The current sign, I have no plan for that, now the property owner may but as far as our scope of work…..

Tim: You’re erecting this sign for this podiatry?

Mr. Elpers: Exactly, if you guys want that removed I could make that contingent upon that say we’ll give you permission to go in there but you have to take the old sign down. I don’t think that would be a problem.
Art : They might have to because of the size of our………

Don: If it’s in our easement we don’t need permission to go in there or even take the sign down usually.

Art: Well, depending on the size of the sign there are ordinances that only allow for so much signage anyhow so if they put this up they will probably be required to take the other one down. But I’d hate to see us put another structure of any type in any easement from here on out. But since there is something in there right now I’ll make the motion based on this, I will make the motion that we approve to put this sign in provided that the old sign is removed.
Mr. Elpers: Yes, that is what I was suggesting exactly.

Don Williams: I’ll second that motion.

Motion was made and seconded to approve sign contingent upon removal of the old one. Motion carried 3-0.

REQUEST FOR ACCESS TO TOW PATH ROAD: Elmer Brown:
Tim Mosbey: Next item is request for access to Tow Path Road, Elmer Brown.

Elmer Brown:  Good afternoon Gentleman and Lady, My name is Elmer Brown and I live in Chandler Indiana on 1688 Tow Path Road and I have 40 acres in Campbell Township, I live in Ohio Township and right across the road is Campbell Township but over toward Millersburg I have 40 acres that the only access to it was Tow Path Road which there has been a lot of discussion I’m sure as everybody here is familiar with that part of Tow Path Road. What I need is I guess a permit or some kind of approval to put a pipe at Boonville-New Harmony and Tow Path Road there at where Millersburg used to be. What it is I was born and raised in Millersburg and lived there all my life and born at home. There was a tile from the storm up to almost the corner of back then Stanley Road that run by the tavern and  Boonville-New Harmony buried under there past the store and drained into the old canal there underneath Tow Path Road, Peabody came in there and dug that all up and there is no tile put back in that road there, its just a ditch now and they busted the water table up on east of Millersburg and all that water is just pouring down that ditch now, before that you had approximately one city block of drainage going into that ditch you know and as far as volume goes now it’s just gushing all the time. But that is neither here nor there I just wanted to tell you what it was and what it is now and I really feel that I shouldn’t have to do this but I want access to my property so I’m requesting you gentlemen to allow me to put in a 22-foot long double wall plastic pipe heavy duty 24-inch which I think is quite considerably bigger than what probably the engineer would require for that ditch. The normal drainage you would have off what area it drains compared to what Peabody’s putting in there now to the when they busted the water table that water is coming out of their pits into that ditch and running out of there. So I have a 24-inch inside diameter 22-foot long pipe and I’d like to have permission to install that to begin the process of getting access to my property that was equal to what I had prior to Peabody went in and destroyed the entire structure of the road, the two bridges that were on the road to my property are totally gone and when they busted that water table there is about 12 wash outs there 2-foot or 3-foot deep gushing water continuously 24 hours 7 days a week. Whereas before I had two bridges with clear branch and another ditch on there, the one bridge was on my 40-acres where the Tow Path Road went through it and the other bridge was back in Millersburg there right past the store on Tow Path Road and they were both little iron bridges with wooden bottoms and they are both gone and so here I am……
Tim Mosbey: Elmer, what you are requesting correct me but where does Tow Path intersect with Boonville-New Harmony Road or does it? Is it still……

Bobby Howard: It currently does not

Tim: Okay that is what I thought.

Mr. Brown: It used to.

Tim: Oh I know it used to.

Mr. Brown: It still does really.

Bobby: It currently does not again, the access issue would be….it basically sounds like you are just wanting a drive way permit for Boonville-New Harmony Road onto that property, but who owns that property….

Mr. Brown: It’s not a drive way it’s a County Road.

Bobby: Well, we’ve went through that with the Commissioners meeting several times in the past and it is not…..

Mr. Brown: Well, I’ve got letters from the State of Indiana that made Tow Path Road back in the 1800’s and I’ve been told….
Tim Mosbey: But your request is to establish a drain at that intersection for access purposes, that’s what it states in the letter from Mr. Scales.

Mr. Brown: Yes on the two county roads Tow Path and ……

Tim: Now wait a minute you would like to put in this 24-inch pipe so you will have access to your property, is that correct?

Mr. Brown: Well, that is exactly correct, yes.

Tim: I’m wanting to make sure we understand your request because it says here “authorization is requested for Elmer to establish a drain at that intersection for access purposes”…..

Mr. Brown: Well, it’s the intersection to Tow Path Road and Boonville-New Harmony.

Bobby: Is the 40 acres is considerably north of that intersection?

Tim: Then I don’t quite understand what……

Mr. Brown: It’s a little over a mile.

Tim: A mile from the intersection, your 40 acres is?

Mr. Brown: Yes, sir I’ve got some maps here if you would like to look at them.

Art Noffsinger:  I’m trying to follow this Tow Path Road right now is not existent at this point but it did exist before and you would like to have access onto that road so that you can get to your property one mile away from the intersection?

Mr. Brown: I used that road….I bought that property in 1983-5 somewhere in that area and I used that for access until 1993.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Is thee any other access to your property other than Tow Path Road?
Mr. Brown: Yes, there is but uh……

Commissioner Noffsinger: What would that be?

Mr. Brown: It’s a road that Peabody built about a year or two ago. But there is legal complications there that I don’t think really have anything to do with the Drainage, I would like to tell you all about it if you want to hear it.
Art: I think that would be better saved for another time. 

Bobby Howard: I guess another aspect is that I guess at one time this board may have done the drive-way permits but in the past that has been changed to where drive way permits are now done through the Area Plan Commission and you know requests for drive ways are made through their department and then our office goes out and sizes the pipe. But normally that’s to the actual property that someone requesting the permit owns or works for the actual owner that the drive way is being made to. He’s stating that this if for a county road in which……

Mr. Brown: Well, it’s in all your plat map books, Tow Path Road there is I don’t know…..

Bobby:  which it’s an old County road that no longer exists nor do we get certified mileage for it today.

Tim: Okay

Mr. Brown: They did back when I owned it.

Don Williams: There is a Tow Path Road which comes off of Heim Road and goes north and dead ends used to Tow Path was the actual tow path of the Wabash Erie Canal, correct me if I’m wrong and his property is almost due north there just across the road. If I remember right Mr. Brown like you said it’s almost a mile from Boonville-New Harmony?
Mr. Brown: Well, its right there well the store used to be that was Tow Path Road there right there on the west side of the building and that road went back to Clayton Brammers barn and right on the other side of the barn was a low iron bridge with a wooden bottom and then it went on back to my 40 acres and people used it all the time. There was a street they called Ditney Street and went back to Stanley Road and that was all used up till Peabody dug it up, simple as that.

Tim: Peabody wasn’t required to put all those roads back in, is that what happened?

Don Williams: Apparently

Tim: Apparently that was the agreement at that time the County Commissioners I guess agreed with Peabody not to make them put them back in.

Commissioner Williams: Yes that was before all our times.

Mr. Brown: What I would like to state is I have done a lot of research on it and I really appreciate you all’s interest.

Don: Did Peabody put in a….did I understand you correctly earlier that Peabody did put in access for you though to your property such as it is, I understand it’s not what you wanted.

Mr. Brown: Well, yes they did but no the roads fine but you just don’t want to give me any right to use it in writing.

Tim: Is it a County road or private?

Mr. Brown: It’s private

Bobby: It’s private access easement I guess, did they not give you an access easement?

Mr. Brown: They have not, I have asked and asked and asked.

Art: We could address that issue today.

Bobby: Yes, if you would like the board could speak with Peabody on that issue.
Tim: Definitely.

Mr. Brown: The thing about it is now Peabody has treated me so badly I don’t want the road so don’t waste your time, okay please.

Commissioner Noffsinger: That’s going to put us in a position.

Mr. Brown: I have always used Tow Path Road to access my 40 acres and that’s the way it’s going to be. I am strong in heritage and our forefathers and it’s going to cost all of our youth in the future millions of dollars to replace what Peabody has destroyed.
Commissioner Mosbey: But Elmer if the Commissioners at that time didn’t require Peabody to put that back it’s out of our control, it’s out of your control we can’t go back on that agreement, that’s unfortunate.

Mr. Brown: The unfortunate part about it is how did they make it legitimate for them to land lock my 40 acres?

Commissioner Mosbey: I understand what you’re saying the Commissioners at that time agreed to something they shouldn’t have agreed to.

Mr. Brown: I don’t think there was ever an agreement made because I have researched every County Commissioner meeting back to the day that they made records and there is no mention of Tow Path Road ever being closed for mining purposes.

Mr. Mosbey: But they dug it up?

Mr. Brown: Yes, as a matter of fact in 1985 I went to the Commissioners meeting and I’ve got records on it and I’ve given you all copies of it whereas people were complaining because I was asking people not to travel on that road because it was a dirt road with a little rock in some places with a little iron bridge and I’d repaired and kept this all up to get to my 40 acres and people started 4-wheel drive and it just tore the road to pieces and it just broke my heart because I worked hard trying to keep that access to my ground. The 4 wheel drive people came up to the Commissioners meeting complaining about me complaining about them tearing my road up and Paul Gore says I’ll tell you what Elmer you can’t close the road because that’s the counties and as far as I know we’re getting mileage on it and he says but we’re not maintaining it and we don’t abandon it that road will always be there and if we ever want to put it back there we will you know, we don’t ever abandon that road. He said but I want to tell you what neither do we provide recreational 4 wheel drive roads for people too and if these people continue and it’s in the records that they should not be down there on that county right of way or easement or what ever you want to call it, it’s actually Tow Path Road to me.
Commissioner Mosbey: But then after 1985 Peabody dug it up anyway?

Mr. Brown: Oh yeah they told me when they bought my property in Millersburg that they would like to have that 40 acres well they had done went on there and damaged some stuff I said no I can’t sell you the 40 acres because you’ve done damaged that 40 acres and you own me for that and they said we’re not going to negotiate on the 40 acres then and I said well you’re not going to buy the 40 acres and he said then we’ll just take it. His name was Gilmore Tucker then they gave me Danny Taylor and it was just as bad and now I’ve got Ansell Robinson and they will tell you water runs uphill and you better darn well believe it will to because I’ve seen it run uphill with these characters. I’m sorry I have a few resentments and I really try to restrain myself.

(there was discussion while Mr. Brown was talking between the Commissioners and the attorney about the road but the attorney told them they couldn’t do it at this meeting)

Commissioner Noffsinger: I can appreciate where you’re coming from and at this point I would like to look into it farther before I make a decision.

Mr. Brown: I would appreciate any investigation you do and if you need any information, I have been researching this for a long time, myself and my lawyer and if there are any questions…..

Tim Mosbey: Elmer, I think as far as establishing a drain pipe at this intersection I mean that’s not this boards business I guess because it’s not for a driveway onto your property that’s what we deal with or the Area Plan deals with, the engineers department goes out and figures out what size and they recommend what size to put in. Now what Board  you’re asking for something that’s got me stumped, help me out Don.
Commissioner Williams: Well, I understand what Mr. Brown is wanting, he would like for us to re-establish Tow Path Road and put a drain beside it, I mean isn’t that what you would really like to have?

Mr. Brown: I really don’t like the word re-establish because we used that road in modern times, I would like to see the road and with my efforts what I can do and I’m very limited on my income, I can only do what I can do a little at a time and then wait and get more money but I’d like to see that road put back whole again. There are other land owners down there, a lot of the Wasson family owns acreage down there.

Commissioner Williams: Okay re-furbish or however you want to word it and we spent some extensive time looking at this and we can find no records and correct me if I’m wrong Phil because you were on the Board when we were going through all this that stated it was a county road now there is on record where Mr. Brown wanted to block that road correct me if I’m wrong Mr. Brown and the County Commissioners told him no he couldn’t block that road and that statement would indicate that at least that point and time the Board of Commissioners felt like they controlled that road. Now, Mr. Brown’s issue though it is a good issue is not a Drainage Board or a Storm Water Board issue it is a issue probably for Area Plan/Commissioners you know it’s a road issue and I understand where he’s coming from, he’s saying look I grew up here, this road was always here, it was always used as a county road, when I tried to block it off going to my property the County Commissioners said no you can’t do that which indicates the County controlled that road or at lease felt they could to tell a property owner that they couldn’t block it off. But as far as legal paperwork, Bobby spent some extensive time researching this and I know Mr. Brown himself has spent an awful lot of time researching this issue and I think that is where we’re at on it and the thing is does the County want to re-activate I won’t use re-establish because the road was there in some sort but the question is legally was it ever a county road or not. We can find no records that says it is other than the one entry in the record where the Commissioner says no to Mr. Brown blocking off the road.
Mr. Brown: Excuse me, Don I know you all are busy people and you have other issues but I have a….written in quill in dated March 3, 1902 and it says here that the county all said 6 people had a group check this road and everything else and they are at the point of Old Tow Path and Erie-Wabash Canal, Tow Path is already established as a public highway as saying by the road something of said county where such line of north west grants southeast quarter and it’s got all the things around my 40 acres. It’s written in quill…..

Don Williams: Would you make sure we get a copy of that?
Commissioner Mosbey: I was just going to say that this is really not the issue here as this is not Drainage Board let us read this because evidently this isn’t the first time you’ve been here and it won’t be the last I’m sure but we just have to figure it out. So be patient with us and we’ll let our Commissioner Attorney look into this because it’s not really David’s forte. I remember the road as I used to ride motorcycles into Millersburg and stop and get a soft drink.

Mr. Brown: I would like to keep some of our heritage kept out in that area so maybe a seed might grow and reestablish some of our heritage. I appreciate your efforts. Thank you.

CITIZENS COMPLAINTS/COMMENTS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Our next item is Citizens complains and comments and number 1 is P.J. Hayden, Savannah Drive.

Mr. Hayden: P. J. Hayden and I’m at Savannah Drive 7660. (he passed out pictures). Third building down when you turn off SR 66. We had a flood on a Tuesday about 4 weeks ago and it was pretty fast as we got about 4 ½ inches in one hour. So you would not expect that to happen and then it happened again Sunday about 3 weeks later and I again got flooded with mud from the highway, 5000 square feet of mud. First of all the first picture you have just shows where it dumped off from the front side of the next building and then when it gets into my ditch it runs to the back and I dug out after I called the cable people as they are above ground you can see them but I didn’t want to take any kind of machinery in there and tear anything up. But I went ahead and dug it out deeper but the ditch that I am concerned about that can’t really handle all that water is adjacent to that and at the end it runs down and comes from the pipe from the highway. What’s happened is the State went under Hwy 66 and they put a pipe in there that I could crawl in there easily to the other side of the road.
Commissioner Mosbey:  That’s where you’ve got written 3 foot drain, have you been over there at all (asking Phil and Bobby) so you’re aware of what he’s talking about?

They both nodded yes.

Mr. Hayden: So you know that adds a lot of water from the other side of the highway and in addition to what we’re getting already but its running down behind Carpets Order Direct into the ditch there and there is really no upkept ditch anything it is a public utility easement and the water can’t…..

Commissioner Mosbey: Is that not a drainage easement?
Bobby Howard: Not to my knowledge there is not a drainage easement.

Mr. Hayden: You know there are trees and things in it because it’s just got a natural run of water but it can’t move the water fast enough so that when it gets down to me as I’m downhill from the other two buildings when it gets down to me if it’s a fast rain before it can go further down it’s starts taking a left and comes into the ditch where you see that rip rap there and when that fills up which doesn’t take long it comes into the building. This is how it looked after it happened (pictures) and then when the water ran down then you can see the rip rap and then this is in the back where I dug it deeper there are three wires there exposed and you can see they are above ground they are not even underground that is not your problem but I think they should have buried them maybe a foot deeper as we don’t want to go in and tear them up. My problem is I can’t go back there in the back and dig public utility easement without permission from somebody but that is a lot of water coming off of there. I called IDEM and they got the State to put that silt fence up which protects me from some of the water coming from the front down the road because that comes in the front way. But the back ditch part there they put some straw in there and it did help a little because the last couple of rains I’ve had it hasn’t added anything to the building. I didn’t clean the back part up at all after the first one because I was afraid another one might come and it did it’s a lot of work it’s 5000 square feet. So anyhow it came again that second time but I think I’m going to continue to have that problem unless I can get some kind of deeper ditch in the back there.
Commissioner Mosbey: Can you go over and look at that, is that a Storm Water issue?

Bobby:  I can go look at it I mean your dealing with an area with a natural drain back there you know there’s no drainage easement there’s nothing on an approved plan.

Tim Mosbey: Is there a ditch that it eventually ends up in……..

Bobby: There is a ditch further down the road from him where we have a pipe underneath of Savannah Drive that runs on an angle that drains it back to the west, yes. Well it may come back to the east.

Phil: I think it goes to the east, Bob.

Bobby: I think it comes back around to the east.

Tim: You need to let us take a look at it and figure it out between these two.

Mr. Hayden: The gentleman that owns Carpet Order Direct says it runs right across his concrete but its not coming into his building but then it takes the easiest exit and you can see the mud and everything where it gathers right before it goes into that ditch. But there are trees actually in the ditch it has never been kept up because it is just a natural……
Bob Howard: I believe that before he built his building there was a drainage plan that his design engineer had done in regards to some of the ditches around the building and property, we’ll look and see if the drainage plan is on file, I think I got you a copy of that, it’s been a couple of years ago……

Phil: We discussed that earlier and I think the ditch was right there exactly like it was on the plan. But we’ll look at it….

Bob: It was for a private site development for his lot and he had an approved drainage plan on file but then it gets back to but then it gets back to no enforcement.

Tim: It just wasn’t fulfilled the plan wasn’t completed, let them look at the plan and then we’ll go from there.

Mr. Hayden: There was no point in me taking a picture because you would just see trees and brush and all that you don’t even see the ditch at all.

Tim Mosbey: But if it’s not a legal drain….see we…the county can’t go in there and remove the trees.

Mr. Hayden: That’s what I don’t know that is why I ‘m here to find out.

Art Noffsinger: Is this the drain that the state put in? Is this a new one and is it bigger than what was there before?

Mr. Hayden: Oh yeah well I can’t say all I know is it looks like the roads been raised that is the way it looks or the bank has been cut down and cut in and the pipe is under the road not on top of it but it is pretty big. I never noticed if there was anything like that there before but I wasn’t looking before.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Find out when they did that other drainage engineering for the carpet place if they took into account the drain that is in there now?

Tim: We’ll check into it that is all I can tell you now.

 7411 TIMBERVIEW-JIM WALKER:

Tim Mosbey: The next item is 5322 E. Timberwood, Joe Walker.

Jim Walker: First of all let me correct, I am Jim Walker and I live 7411 Timberview.

Bobby Howard: We do have a Joe Walker at 5322 Timberwood.

Phil: We have had both of them calling and that is why they got turned around.

Tim: Okay so you’re Jim Walker.

Mr. Walker: For the past 6 or 7 years I have been trying to get some attention to a drainage and an erosion problem at the back of my property. Let me put it into some type of context, I see you have a copy of the Estate plan I’m on lot 10 and drainage from the east and from the north drains into a sewer going down between lot 10 and lot 9 comes out above ground goes across my property, it’s on the plot there and it says private easement for storm retention. It goes across through what I call a utility and drainage easement, 6 or 7 years ago that easement started to deteriorate and crumble away, I have had the County Surveyor previous Surveyor Karan Barnhill 6 or 7 years ago and recently Mr. Baxter came out with an assistant to look at the deterioration. In the last month with the rains that have occurred it has severely deteriorated since you saw it earlier this year when you were out with your assistant. The whole easement has collapsed now, I have some pictures here which perhaps will give better definition to this if I may show you.
This first one goes to the back of my lot and I might add from here to here pools into a lake when we have a rain because of the drainage being impeded over here. This shows a better close-up, the red dotted line is my property line, this easement used to be here to here so it’s caved in from here to clear back to here probably 15 feet has caved in and you have seen this before, but it’s more serious than you saw it earlier this year. This shows some of the underground structures that have caved in, the problem has been the…I think it’s a 12-inch diameter carbon steel pipe has rusted out completely and deteriorated. That is why this whole thing has fallen in.
Tim: I see, that is the pipe the water is supposed to run in, I guess.

Bobby Howard: Where on the property is this? (he was shown on the picture)

Mr. Walker: Now on this side this happens to be a 12-inch diameter pipe this was either a 15 or 18 I was told put in intentionally to slow down the drainage to what used to be a farmers field over here with corn and beans. It is now a development, a real estate development so the original intent of slowing down the flow has been superseded by the fact that it is now a real estate development. This drains out ultimately to Coal Mine Road.

Bobby: That is basically a retention area, all developments are required to retain and release their water at a slower at a pre-developed rate.
Mr. Walker: It used to accumulate for an hour or two and drain out now sometimes it takes 3 or 4 days because it’s a lake. This used to be a lawn it’s no longer a lawn it is now mud. There is also a fiber optics cable now exposed and buried under that whole easement that was put in some years ago. I’m here to try to find out what can be done to fix it and who is responsible?

Phil Baxter: Do you have a copy of your covenants?

Mr. Walker: I think it’s shown on here that is all I know of that is all I have.

Phil: No, a copy of your covenants like this here.

Mr. Walker: I don’t know that I’ve ever seen those.

Tim Mosbey: Did you dig those out of your files?

Phil: Yes.

Tim: You might not want to read that. Mr. Baxter got them out of his file but the covenants are on file and on the plat.

Bobby: The plat does reference a document recording of information.

Mr. Walker: Well, I understand about the maintenance but I don’t know what I could have done to maintain it, I couldn’t have maintained that levy.

Phil: But the covenants says that all the property owners in the subdivision and it’s named on there and numbered that are responsible for it and they are all responsible for paying their share of maintaining the swales and the drainage there and the pipes.

Don Williams: And none of them had it explained to them when they bought the property.

Art Noffsinger: Would you like a copy of that?

Mr. Walker: It was wooded when I bought the property so until it was cleared I didn’t know it was there.
Commissioner Mosbey:  We’re not trying to spring something on you but that is part of the covenant whenever all the lot owners bought their lots in that subdivision…..

Mr. Walker: So what you’re telling me is that I’m responsible for fixing it?

Tim Mosbey: Not you alone there are a bunch of lot numbers listed there.

Mr. Walker: There are probably 7 or 8 houses whose gutter drainage drains into the street, 5 or 6 hundred feet of street drainage going underground and when we have a heavy rain it comes out of what I call the inlets like a high pressure fire hose. I mean it is really like a geyser.

Tim Mosbey: You need to read that top paragraph there it list…..

Commissioner Noffsinger: It looks like there are 9 lots responsible.

Mr. Walker: The whole levy will have to be redone. It is a significant engineering job. It seems to me that the carbon steel piping there has deteriorated and the developer Kenny Ubelhor put it in.

Tim: I’m aware of that I seen his name on there.

Phil: I’m sorry it would be divided on 36 lots. So all 36 lots would be responsible.
Tim: Do you pay any type of association fee, there is no such thing in Timberview Estates?

Mr. Walker: No sir.

Don Williams: That makes it really hard.

Bobby Howard: That is what Kenny talked about when he was up here earlier about how he would have to enforce his restrictions and covenants with his neighbors himself privately and this is another issue.

Tim: So Kenny needs to handle this?

Bobby: No This would be…he is the lot owner that is affected and he would have to get his neighbors to…..he would have to enforce the covenants on them and that is a civil matter, is that correct, David?
David Zengler: That is correct.

Commissioner Mosbey: Do you understand what we’re….we’re talking and thinking out loud here because this is new to us to, according to the covenants of your subdivision there are 36 lot owners that are responsible to maintain this problem that has been created. You are standing here sort of like Mr. Ubelhor was up here earlier as he needs to go to his lot owners and remove those fences. You need to go to your other 35 lot owners and say we’ve got a problem and show them the covenants that they are legal, it is a civil matter I guess you could sue them if you want to but they should all share in the cost to repair this problem. Evidently………I mean the county is not responsible according to the covenants of the subdivision.

Mr. Walker: I understand that but to me the most logical person to be responsible is the developer who’s structure has deteriorated.

Tim Mosbey: I agree with you and that would be a fact if he had not put that in the covenants of your contract when you bought the lot. He got rid of that responsibility it sounds like to me, is that a good way to put it, Mr. Counsel? Do you follow what I’m saying.

Mr. Walker: So he could have put in junk there and had a disclaimer and I’d be responsible for fixing it?

Tim Mosbey: Right

Mr. Walker: That doesn’t seem fair.

Tim: I totally agree with you, when was the subdivision developed?

Mr. Walker: I think 1992

Don Williams: The certificate is dated 25th of March 1991.
Bobby: Some of what we found in there too is that utilities actually bored through pipes and I don’t know he said there is a fiber line in there, I don’t know what its proximity is to that pipe or that structure.

Mr. Walker: There is a fiber optics cable in there, that cable is about like an inch in diameter.

Bobby: Is it in the pipe?  Can you see it in the pipe?

Mr. Walker: I can see it, It runs linear down the property line. When you were out earlier you couldn’t see it but now it’s deteriorated to the degree that now it is exposed and that is a public utility.

Tim: Is it in the inside of the pipe?

Phil: You can’t see the inside of the pipe.

Mr. Walker: I don’t know how I could do anything that could affect a utility.

Tim: I totally agree with you I mean all 36 lot owners….they would have to coordinate with all the utilities involved before they could even…..

Bobby: Well they would have to hire a contractor who would do all the utility……

Mr. Walker: There are two similar runoffs on the 36 lot development, none of them have deteriorated anything, and I have looked at them, only mine has deteriorated.
Tim: Has anybody got anything to say. I guess you could call Mr. Ubelhor and say hey we’ve got a problem over here.

Art Noffsinger: David, could you help give him some direction?

David: You might try calling or contacting Mr. Ubelhor. If that doesn’t resolve the situation…..

Mr. Walker: Asking him to fix it in essence/

Don Williams: He’s got the equipment, he can do it.

Tim: He could probably do it cheaper than anybody.

Mr. Walker: I may have to hire him is what you’re saying?

Don Williams: It could be that you would have to hire him or if you catch him on a good day he might do it for the cost of fuel.

Tim: In all seriousness I would talk to Kenny, are all the lots developed?

Mr. Walker:  Yes, one individual owns two lots.

Tim: But they have all been sold and Mr. Ubelhor doesn’t own any of the lots and you bought this unknowing that you were responsible for 1/36th of the maintenance of this problem and I think that if you confronted Mr. Ubelhor and talked to him, you know a bunch of you and say can you help us out here. I’m not saying it will work but it takes a first step.

Mr. Walker: In other words I need 34 other allies to approach him.

Art Noffsinger: I don’t know that I would do it that way just maybe give him a call yourself to get the communication started.

David Zengler: I think you’re other option is eventually is maybe if this is going to be a continual issue is forming a community association whether you do it formally, legally or whether you do it informally but I think you know……..with the lot owners to try and solve the problem.

Mr. Walker: The consequence of part of this is that I can’t even get to the back of my property with my lawnmower. It is caving in on the levy where I used to drive it.
Tim Mosbey: It is out of our jurisdiction because of the covenants, the lot owners accepted the responsibility when they bought the lots.

Mr. Walker: The way I read that was across but not necessarily on that easement like across my back yard the way I read it, am I reading it incorrectly?

Commissioner Noffsinger: That letter we just gave you?

Mr. Walker: No, on the plot plan itself.

Art Noffsinger: That doesn’t address the maintenance issue.

Tim Mosbey: It says here see private restrictive covenants as recorded for any other maintenance of said private easements. The last two lines…..flow elevation above mean sea level shall be continually maintained Warrick County shall not be responsibility for any maintenance….see it says right here on the plat that Warrick County shall not be responsibility for any maintenance of said private easements and then it says see private restrictive covenants as recorded and that is what we just gave you. It’s recorded in the Recorders Office. Sorry, we’re trying to explain and help any way we can but it’s not the counties responsibility. I would call Mr. Ubelhor and see what can be worked out.

Mr. Walker: My own personal opinion was that it is Mr. Ubelhor’s responsibility.

Tim: I’m not a liberty to agree.

Mr. Walker: I understand and seeing is better than trying to…..
Don Williams: And as soft spoken and on an even keel as you are you might have a good chance of getting his attention.

GREEN SPRINGS VALLEY SUBDIVISION:

Tim Mosbey: Next item Green Springs Valley Subdivision.

Gilda Cartagena: My name is Gilda Cargagena and I am one of the three from Green Spring Valley as you have known already we have been flooded a lot in our homes but after that I went to the area in front of the subdivision and found out that you have the notes here. Hardees Enterprise, Lefler, Zeidler’s Flowers, Pizza Hut and MRI were not flooded. Premier Video had flooded and were closed for two days, Premier Tan had been flooded they were closed for two days the owner was supposed to come to drainage meeting but was not able to make it. Lic’s ice cream the owner Don Smith was flooded and had water coming from front and back of their store two employees had to have their cars cleaned and sent to shop to work on their cars. ERA had water up to the door but the parking lot had water up to their knees. Brown and Brown they were flooded, Advance on Aging were flooded the owners car got stuck, Newburgh Family Dental not open but they were flooded. I’m just saying this to let you know that it is not only our subdivision that has been flooded but all the entire area. So it is important that you know all about this and every time we have rain we neighbors are out side in the middle of the night to make sure that the water will not come into our homes. Thank you.
Commissioner Williams: This still goes I think to the problem with the drains down in the Libbert area.

Commissioner Mosbey: Yes, and to address the issue Surveyor Baxter has been down there and what was it you…on the ditch there along….

Phil Baxter: There is some work we could do along Ruffian Lane but it more or less would be a holding pattern. I’m not an engineer but there at 66 and Lincoln what you can see is more than a 90 degrees if the State would and I don’t know why they didn’t come across this way to get to the West side of Libbert.

Tim Mosbey: Yeah, the state….he is showing a map of drainage where it goes under Hwy 66 at Libbert Road, they caused a lot of our problems INDOT did and that is what we’re  go ahead and state your name and address.

Manny Rydholm: I’m Manny Rydholm from Green Springs Valley 8100 N. Larch Place and I live along the main ditch that goes down through…..up from her.

Just to follow up on a couple of things I think the last time there was going to be some checking on the apartments. Jim Niemeyer had done some work before to try and make sure they had the proper drainage.
Tim: Phil was going to check on that, did you have time to check on that?

Phil: Yes I got through most of it and most of it has been taken care of and it’s nothing drastic that I have found. They have pretty much done everything they were told to do.

There may be a downspout not tied in but nothing severe that would affect your flooding. It was 4 inches of rain in less than an hour I guess and that is what happened.

Bobby: It gets back to where normal practice is not to design for more than a hundred year storm and that storm event was more than a 100 year or 1% storm.

Tim: Do you understand what he is saying 3 ½ inches in an hour is a 1% or a 100 year rain and that was 4. some odd inches in an hour’s time. And like he said they don’t design for anything more than a 1%.
Bobby Howard: Well and that is for our major ditches and drains now our normal subdivisions new subdivisions are designed for only the 50 year currently because that is the 2% probability storm and that is where it was looked at feasible between the 50 and the 100 and with the tax base you have. Vanderburgh County is still designing for the 25 but we moved it up to the 50 back in about 1999, I wasn’t here then but when I started we were at the 50 year storm but a lot of the developments were sized for a 25 year storm and have even found a couple for the 10 year storm. A good practice and I don’t know if we’ve been doing it or not now but any regulated drain a structure in it should probably be designed for a minimum of 100 year storm. You know when we get something you normally don’t get something to exceed the 100 year storm but there will be issues where it happens that we try to deal with.
Tim Mosbey: And for all of you I mean we haven’t forgotten the problem we have been trying to figure out just what we can do to help the problem.

Manny Rydholm: A lot of the concern I mean this is a 100 year rain and there is water everywhere, the issue is much less than a 100 year rain creates a severe problem this one was worse than normal but it takes a lot less than that to create the problem so we are talking about a drainage system which handles far far less than that.
Tim Mosbey: Well and hwy 66 has not helped us because this morning on a little further east of you there same situation they have never had any problem until now.
Mr. Rydholm: Well, we have had issues in the past, it’s a low area drainage is on the streets nothing is buried it is susceptible to begin with so everything that happens around us from a drainage standpoint is critical to us because we are always on the tip of the ice berg and so that is why we’re so concerned about even some of the  minor things that can be done to make sure a ditch is open or make it just a little bit bigger and that is the other thing I was wondering about with all the development that corner is going to develop that much more. Why not look at some old development and I realize maybe it’s putting the cost in the wrong place but we’re stuck every time something is built it’s built up you take away another layer. A lot of low areas where there was a little bit of relief for us in some cases are all gone, we’re limited to ditches now and that is another factor here. If we would increase the retention even far beyond in some of these developments down there to hold water longer it might give a chance for this other water to get away, I’m just making a suggestion it may be hard to implement something like that but it may help because if you don’t do that you could force more costly other changes in other times is what I’m saying.

Bobby: Right, the Bellmoore development was looked at and they did have to show that the size of the openings underneath the two roadways that access Libbert Road they had to be sized for the offset in how much space they were taking up too. They had to submit that to the Corps of Engineers for approval.
Mr. Rydholm: Where is that?

Bobby: That is the Bellmoore development on Libbert with the right in and right out entrance there north of 66 and then the one to the north.

Tim: The new Wal-mart area.

Mr. Rydholm: They looked small I mean I can only say that they actually come down and say why didn’t they put a little crown on them you know you look at them…..

Tim: It looks good on paper.

Donna Potts: The issue is I drove….Donna Potts 8286 N. Birch Drive. I drove down near there one day and it wasn’t even raining hard I wasn’t even concerned and there was already water up on the sides of that it was already spewing out into the banks on the side. They are not big enough, you know and it does look good on paper, I agree but when it comes down to reality of it……

Bobby: It depends on rain events and it gets back to recurring rain storm and if there is already water in the ditch when the next rain comes and……

Tim: We’re addressing it and that is all I can tell you I mean we’re limited to what we can do.

Mr. Rydholm: I have a couple of questions we won’t keep you too long but one thing is like when they widened 66 a lot more pavement even on 66 I don’t know exactly where the drainage comes out at into the ditches they widen the ditch a great deal on the north side of the road on the south side they did nothing to widen it where Ruffian is. If we can’t open up areas now we get trapped because we’ve got so much built up I mean is it a possibility you could considerably widen that area at least you would add a little bit of retention down through there between Bell and Frame Road that was never touched when the road got widened. I kept thinking they are going to go in there and increase the size of that ditch because they are adding a lot of runoff but maybe that is something to think about. I mean anything we could add because it would add retention.
Tim Mosbey: Is that in the State easement?

Phil: Are you talking the south side?

Mr. Rydholm: Yes

Phil: Yes that is the area that I mentioned a while ago if the State will let us get in there as it’s in their easement.

Tim: See it’s all under State control.

Mr. Rydholm: The other thing that I would ask if we could look at because with all the water it’s a matter of trying to move it or trying to hold it so that it doesn’t spread out all around the houses is the ditches that go down between the apartments, we cleaned that out and what not last year but we didn’t widen it is there a possibility of widening that to add some retention in that area if we can’t get it out of the….I would just ask you to look at it.

Don Williams: We can look it’s a legal drain.

Phil: Yes, we made it legal 2 or 3 years ago.

Mr. Rydholm: It got cleaned out but it didn’t get increased in size but that is another area that might be able to do something with and the only other thing I can say is beyond that anyway we could look at ways to divert water around coming off of the south and the other part of Green Springs would be helpful as it just comes in everywhere.

CLAIMS:

Commissioner Mosbey: Next item is claims. I have claims totaling $27,298.16.

Commissioner Williams: Move we pay the claims.

Commissioner Noffsinger: Second.

Motion was made and seconded to pay claims in the amount of $27,298.16. Motion passed 3-0.

DEPARTMENT OF STORM WATER

TANGLEWOOD PROJECT UPDATE:
Bobby Howard: On the Tanglewood project I just wanted to notify you that we’ve been in touch with some of the property owners that we are trying to get easements from and there is still a lot of work to go there so I don’t know how soon we will be moving forward. Then I’m also going to put together a list of Standard practices for a Stormwater crew on what we maintain and what we don’t and bring it before this board for approval. So that way we will have standard practices in writing from here on out. That is all I have 

Thank you.

ESCHE DITCH:

Art Noffsinger: I am going to give this address 7422 Southfield there over by Sharon School.

Bobby: Esche Ditch

Art: Yes, Esche Ditch so you understand there are issues. Can you and Phil go out and take a look and see what we can do. A couple of weeks ago they had 40 inches of water in their backyard, all the little things with the covers the easements I guess….all the covers have floated away.
Tim: That is where Newburgh is working in that area right?

Bobby: Newburgh is going to be doing some work North and West of there along Esche Ditch for some regarding, I don’t know Phil if they’ve talked to you yet. I showed you the copy of the plans that they….

Phil: Yes, I talked to them again and had some calls on it.

Bobby: But that is upstream of the problem.

Phil: They are still trying to permit it.

Bobby: It is not a regulated drain, it is just a drainage easement right now and I don’t know if….we really don’t have the ability to work on just a drain and a drainage easement if there are blockages we can see about removing blockages and we can look into that to see if something was caused there. I know it probably flooded over Sharon Road down there as well there may be some blockages downstream.
